A problem 
can be a blessing in disguise if it prevents us from being harmed by 
something more serious. Have you ever been traveling and been  
delayed only to find out that if you would have been on the road a few 
minutes earlier, you could have been involved in a serious automobile 
accident? If we could only see in the spiritual realm what God is up to...  
“You intended harm for me, but God intended it for good.” (Genesis 50:20)
